Order of Ministry of Infrastructure and Regional Development no. 180 dated 5%
November, 2025

Regarding the establishment of the Committee for the Examination of Complaints related to
projects financed by the European Investment Bank in the road sector.

Based on point 8 subpoint 2) and point 9 subpoint 11) of the Regulation on the organization and
functioning of the Ministry of Infrastructure and Regional Development, approved by Government
Decision No. 690/2017, in accordance with the provisions of the Financing Contracts signed
between the Republic of Moldova and the European Investment Bank (EIB), ratified by Law No.
79/2011, Law No. 190/2013, Law No. 205/2022, and Law No. 362/2022, as well as the EIB Guide
on Public Procurement (2024 edition), taking into account the requirements for transparency and
the independent resolution of complaints in procurement procedures related to EIB-financed
projects in the road sector.

Sets the following:

1. The Committee for the Examination of Complaints related to projects financed by the EIB
in the road sector (hereinafter referred to as “"the Committee") is hereby established, with
the purpose of ensuring a transparent, impartial, and efficient mechanism for resolving
complaints submitted within the procurement procedures for services, works, and goods,
in the implementation of projects financed by the EIB in the road sector, with the following
composition:

- Nicolai MINDRA, State Secretary, Ministry of Infrastructure and Regional Development,

(Chairman of the Committee);

- Viorica VERDES, Head of the General Directorate for Legal and Methodological Assistance,

National Agency for the Resolution of Complaints;

- lgor SINGEREAN, Head of the Directorate for Legal Assistance in the Complaint Resolution

Process and Representation before Courts, National Agency for the Resolution of Complaints;

- Constantin CACHITA, Head of the Litigation Directorate, Ministry of Justice;

- Mihaela MOVILA, Deputy Head of the Directorate for Public Procurement Policy, Ministry
of Finance;

- Anatolie SESTACOVSCHI, Interim Deputy Head of the General Directorate for Financial

Inspection — Central Office, State Financial Control Inspectorate;

- Natalia PULBERE, Senior Consultant, Directorate for Coordination of External Assistance
and European Funds, State Chancellery.

2. The Regulation on the organization and functioning of the Committee for the examination
of complaints related to EIB-financed projects in the road sector is hereby approved
(attached).

3. The Committee may involve in its activities specialists from other public authorities, from
public and/or private sector institutions, as well as independent experts, for the fulfillment
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of the assigned tasks (including the technical and financial evaluation of bids submitted by
tender participants), who shall not have voting rights.

4. In the event that members of the Committee are released from their positions, their duties
within the Committee shall be exercised by the newly appointed persons in those positions,
without the issuance of a new order.

5. The Secretariat of the Committee shall be provided by the Road Development Policy
Directorate of the Ministry of Infrastructure and Regional Development.

6. The decisions of the Committee shall be binding for the contracting authority.

7. This Order shall enter into force on the date of its publication in the Official Monitor of the
Republic of Moldova.

8. I undertake responsibility for monitoring the execution of this Order.
